February Highlights

· The next Beginning Stained Glass Class will start on Feb. 17th. It will continue for 3 successive weeks on Tuesday, Feb. 24th and Tuesday, March 3rd.  Sign up during store hours. This will be the last class of this type for the near term.

· Have you Renewed your Membership? If you haven’t already done so, stop by the studio during store hours to fill out a form and pay your fees by February 28th. Otherwise, if you have a locker and don’t renew your membership, you need to clean out your locker as soon as possible or the contents will become the property of the club.

· We are still in need of lockers for active members. As a renewing member, if you have a locker and don’t regularly use or need it, please clean it out and return the key during store hours to receive your $10 deposit. We have a long waiting list for lockers, especially for those who regularly work in the studio. Be considerate of those who have to shuttle their supplies back and forth to the studio, sometimes daily.

· Riverside County Fair and Date Festival.  A few members have submitted their glass artwork at this year’s fair which is being held in Indio from February 12th through March 1st. If you aren’t able to get to the fair, we will be showing our award-winning entries from both 2025 and 2026 in the display case during March.

Fusing Reminders 

· EACH PROJECT NEEDS A SEPARATE FIRING SLIP AND SEPARATE ENTRY LINE IN THE PURPLE BOOK, even when more than one project is placed in a basket or on a board for firing.

· DO NOT USE BASKETS TO STORE WORK IN PROGRESS. They are not to be put in your locker or brought home. They are only to be used for placing your fusion projects on the firing shelves. And…

· ALWAYS CLEAN YOUR BASKET INSIDE AND OUT, then dry it and put it back on the stack when you’re done with it. DO NOT LEAVE IT IN THE SINK for someone else to dry and put back on the stack. AND CLEAN UP RESIDUE LEFT IN THE SINK BEFORE YOU LEAVE. WE SHOULD NOT BE CLOGGING UP THE SINKS.

· Requirements for making DOTS:
· You are limited to using no more than 2 tiles of dots for firing at the same time. Once those have been fired you may use up to 2 more tiles.
· Use only the 5x5 or 6x6 tiles that are set aside on the open shelves
· Cut scrap kiln paper to fit your tile and use a drop of glue to hold the cut paper together on the tile
· Write your name in metallic ink on the paper so that the people unloading the kiln can match the fired dots to the correct firing slip
· List or describe the colors and give a count of them or the number of rows on your firing slip or they will not be fired.

· When to Use Tiles
· for DOTS (see above)
· for fragile pieces that need solid support; anything that can be moved to the kiln in one piece does not need to be on a tile.
