January Highlights

· It’s time to renew your club membership. If you haven’t already done so, stop by the studio during store hours to fill out a form and pay your fees. Tear off and read the Operating Rules then sign the Acknowledgement Form on the back of the Membership Form before turning it in to the storekeeper with your check or cash.
The renewal period ends on January 31st. If you have a locker and only use it for storage OR don’t plan on renewing, please clean it out now and return the key during store hours to receive your $10 deposit. We have a long waiting list for lockers, especially for those who regularly work in the studio. Be considerate of those who have to shuttle their supplies back and forth to the studio, sometimes daily.

· The Board appointed Betsy Polousky as the club Secretary. She will fill that job until our elections in February. Thank you, Betsy, for once again taking on that role.

· We need photos of your fused glass artwork for the website. Sue King, our Web Editor, has been recreating our website and is asking for photos of glass fusion pieces in either JPEG or PNG format. · Charity Suggestions. We are asking for suggestions of local charities that we could offer donations to each year. In the past we have given donations to the Children’s Discovery Museum in Rancho Mirage. If you have another favorite local charity, preferably one related to the creative arts, please let us know by putting your suggestion in the box outside our room.

· Consider showing your glass artwork at The Riverside County Fair and Date Festival. The fair is held annually in February in Indio and January 19th is the final day to submit your entry registration.

· The Spring Arts & Craft Show will be discussed with club presidents and representatives on January 9th. This will be the first meeting since the entire Show Committee resigned following the November Show. Stay tuned for more information about the March Show & Sale.

· NEW Requirement for making DOTS: There have been too many people using multiple tiles for dots at one time. You are now limited to using no more than 2 tiles of dots for firing at the same time. Once those have been fired you may use up to 2 more tiles. 

Fusing Reminders 

· Speaking of Making DOTS
· There will be a Demo about making Dots on Jan. 13th at 10am
· Use only the 5x5 or 6x6 tiles and use only 2 tiles at one time.
· Cut scrap kiln paper to fit your tile and use a drop of glue to hold the cut paper together on the tile
· List or describe the colors and give a count of them or the number of rows on your firing slip or they will not be fired.
· Write your name in metallic ink on the paper so that the people unloading the kiln can match the fired dots to the correct firing slip.

· When to Use Tiles
· for DOTS (see above)
· for fragile pieces that need solid support; anything that can be moved to the kiln in one piece does not need to be on a tile.

· ALWAYS clean your glass before placing it on the shelves for firing, especially before putting your piece in for the next firing. There may be residue from the kiln paper after its previous firing.

· ALWAYS clean your basket both inside and outside, then dry it and put it back on the stack. DO NOT LEAVE IT IN THE SINK for someone else to dry and put back on the stack. AND CLEAN UP RESIDUE FROM THE SINK BEFORE YOU LEAVE.

EACH COLOR OF GLASS IS UNIQUE AND MAY MELT AT A DIFFERENT TEMPERATURE AND SPEED FROM OTHER COLORS, EVEN WITHIN THE SAME COE RATING. THICKER PIECES MAY NOT COME OUT AS EXPECTED AND MAY CRACK WHEN SLUMPED IN DEEP MOLDS OR ON MOLDS WITH DEEP CURVES. LIMIT YOUR PIECES TO 3 LAYERS TO BE SAFE FROM CRACKING OR BREAKING WHEN SLUMPED.
