· March Arts & Craft Show—March 27 and 28: We have a dozen sellers who will be showing their fabulous glass artwork at this show. Flyers with QR codes for club entry are available to give out to friends and family. We need everyone to publicize this event as there will not be a large-scale advertising effort beyond posting it on Eventbrite. Currently, Dan Randles and Irma Lopez of the HOA staff are overseeing this show while actively searching for one or more members of the community to volunteer to run future shows, beginning with next November’s Holiday Show. · Firing Reminders:

Anything left on the wire shelves and back counters will be stored elsewhere during the show.
