Greetings from the Firing Squad

November is here and members are back making great projects.  Just a few reminders:
· We will be firing by the scheduled type of firing unless there is not enough of that type of projects to fill 2/3 of a kiln. Then the next shelf with the most on it will be fired.
· The firing team will load in the morning each day the studio is open.
· We fire by the order listed in the PURPLE BOOK according to the type for the day. Each member gets one piece and then we go back through the list again for the next piece. If space becomes a problem, we will fire the projects that will fit.
· PLEASE completely list all information on your firing slip.
· Do not put a project on the wire shelves and write it in the PURPLE BOOK until it is ready for firing. Otherwise, it will not be fired. 
· The D7 milkshake mold can only be fired in the center of Kiln 2. That means only 1 per slump firing.
· All D7, D5, and votive molds MUST have a paper circle glued to the underside indicating the center placement for the glass being draped.

· Firing and Cleanup Schedule before and after the Arts & Craft Show:
· Friday, Nov. 7th-- Recommended last date to submit projects needing two firings before the show
· Wednesday, Nov. 12th – This is the final day to submit your projects to be fired for the show
·  Wednesday, Nov. 19th - PLEASE PICK UP all fired or not fired projects 
· Thursday, Nov. 20th - ALL PROJECTS MUST BE CLEARED FROM METAL SHELVES   by 10:30 am
· Sunday, Nov. 23rd  OR  Monday, Nov. 24rd – First Firing after the Arts & Craft Show
